BEIJING, Oct. 28 (Xinhua) -- China aims to further enhance understanding and cooperation with Austria during President Hu Jintao's upcoming visit, Vice Foreign Minister Fu Ying told a press briefing on Friday.

At the invitation of Austrian Federal President Heinz Fischer, Chinese President Hu Jintao will pay a state visit to Austria from Oct. 30 to Nov. 2.

During the visit, Hu will hold talks with his Austrian counterpart, as well as hold meetings with Austrian Chancellor Werner Faymann and the Speaker of the Parliament Barbara Prammer, respectively, Fu said.

Hu will also attend a trade forum jointly held by the China Council for the Promotion of International Trade and the Austrian Chamber of Commerce, she added.

Fu said that Hu's upcoming visit is focused on furthering mutual understanding and promoting bilateral cooperation.

"We hope that the green economy will become a new growth point for cooperation," she said, adding that China is also interested in green transportation, eco-agriculture and life sciences, among other areas.

The two sides will sign seven intergovernmental framework agreements, covering economics and trade, environmental protection, water conservancy, education and culture during President Hu's visit, according to Fu.

She said China-Austria trade exceeded 6 billion U.S. dollars last year, and China is Austria's largest non-European trade partner.

"On the whole, we are satisfied with the development of China-Austria relations," the official said.

This year marks the 40th anniversary since China established diplomatic relations with Austria.

"There are frequent exchanges between the two nations as we share common interests and views on a lot of issues," she said, adding that China and Austria understand each other "quite well."

"Austria, which is regarded as the kingdom of art and music, enjoys a special status in Chinese people's minds, and, therefore, it has attracted a lot of Chinese tourists," she said. Last year, 23,000 Chinese tourists visited Austria.

VIENNA, Oct. 29 (Xinhua) -- Chinese President Hu Jintao's upcoming visit to Austria will push the development of China-Austria relations to a new and higher level, Chinese ambassador to Austria Shi Mingde said.

Marking the 40th anniversary of diplomatic ties between China and Austria, President Hu's visit will have a profound impact on boosting China-Austria and China-Europe relations, as Austria is an important country within the European Union and has a special position in Central and Eastern Europe, Shi told Xinhua in a recent interview.

Hu will start his visit to Austria on Sunday. It will the first state visit made by a Chinese president to the Central European country in 12 years, Shi noted.

According to the ambassador, during President Hu's visit, a series of cooperative agreements will be signed between the two sides in areas such as economy, education, environmental protection, new energy, hydropower and culture.

"Looking into the future, we are confident about the prospect of China-Austria relations. The leaders of the two countries will continue frequent contacts, while exchanges between the two governments, parliaments and provinces will continue to expand, building a strong political and extensive basis of public support for the furthering of bilateral relations," Shi said.

On the economic front, the two countries will explore new areas for cooperation. As Austria possesses world-leading technologies in environmental protection, new energies, new materials, sewage and garbage treatment, all of which may be used in the key fields of development in China's 12th Five-Year Plan, the two countries share many possibilities to cooperate, and can achieve win-win results through mutually beneficial cooperation, Shi said.

Regarding culture, the two countries plan to deepen communication and cooperation. The China Arts and Entertainment Group, for example, will sign a memorandum with an Austrian art company during Hu's visit to facilitate a new cooperative model between Chinese and Austrian art enterprises aimed at making Europeans more familiar with Chinese culture.

"Since China and Austria forged diplomatic ties 40 years ago, the two countries have maintained a comprehensive, healthy and stable development in their bilateral relations," Shi said. "The upcoming visit by President Hu will surely push bilateral relations between China and Austria to a new and higher level."

In the past 40 years, the leaders of the two countries exchanged visits and met frequently, Shi said. Austrian President Heinz Fischer visited China in 2010, and Chancellor Werner Faymann paid a visit to China in May this year when he had fruitful dialogues with President Hu and Chinese Premier Wen Jiabao, Shi said.

In the field of economic cooperation, the ambassador said China is Austria's largest trade partner outside Europe, with the two-way trade volume reaching 6 billion U.S. dollars in 2010.

"One thing worthy of note here is that even against the backdrop of the international financial crisis, bilateral trade has grown some 30 percent year-on-year for the past three years," Shi said.

Also, China and Austria have maintained close cultural exchanges, the ambassador said. As Austria hosted the "Year of China" this year, more than 200 cultural events are being held in Austria and China.

The recent years have also seen frequent people-to-people exchanges, which have greatly promoted the friendship and mutual understanding between the two peoples, Shi said.

VIENNA, Oct. 29 (Xinhua) -- Chinese President Hu Jintao will start his state visit to Austria Sunday, which is expected to lift bilateral ties to a new high.

The visit is the first to Austria by a Chinese president in 12 years, and reciprocates Austrian President Heinz Fischer's trip to Beijing in February 2010.

During the visit, President Hu will exchange views on issues of common interest with his Austrian counterpart.

China-Austria relations have enjoyed a constant, stable, healthy and comprehensive development since the two nations established diplomatic ties 40 years ago.

President Hu's visit will help deepen the political mutual trust, summarize the development of the bilateral ties and chart its future course, expand economic and trade cooperation and promote people-to-people exchange between the two nations.

Among the European countries, Austria was among the first to recognize the People's Republic of China.

Although there are great differences between the two nations, they have taken similar or identical stands on a broad range of international affairs and cooperated and coordinated on various global issues.

Fruitful high-level visits and meetings between Chinese and Austrian leaders have continued in recent years, and, more importantly, outlined the future of bilateral cooperation and boosted mutual trust between the two countries.

The frequent exchanges of high-level visits and contacts are a tribute to the friendly Austria-China relations, Fischer said last month during his meeting with Li Congjun, president of Xinhua News Agency.

Bilateral trade has gained momentum in recent years, as the two-way trade volume hit 6.1 billion U.S. dollars in 2010, a 26-percent increase from 2009. The trade volume in the first eight months of this year has reached about 4.6 billion dollars, up 18.4 percent year on year.

Both China and Austria boast long-flourishing and colorful cultures, which are both well known around the world.

BEIJING / VIENNA - President Hu Jintao left for Vienna on Sunday as China's role in helping the debt-ridden eurozone comes under the global spotlight. 

The visit to Austria, from Oct 30 to Nov 2, is the first by a Chinese president in 12 years. 

Hu will also attend the Cannes G20 meeting on Nov 3-4, when world leaders will address the global economic situation and the EU debt crisis. 

Talks will be held with his Austrian counterpart, President Heinz Fischer, as well as with the Austrian Chancellor Werner Faymann and the Speaker of the Parliament Barbara Prammer.

China's Ambassador to Austria, Shi Mingde, told China Daily that Austria has arranged "unusual protocol" engagements for Hu, with both presidents leaving the capital Vienna to visit the world-famous city of culture, Salzburg. 

"The visit is significant in the context of the worsening European debt crisis," Shi said. "It will have a profound impact on China-Europe relations." 

Hu's visit to Europe, including the G20 summit, has raised hopes that China might make a firmer commitment to the European bailout fund, Agence France-Presse reported on Sunday. 

China and Austria will sign seven intergovernmental framework agreements on economic and trade matters, the environment, water conservation, education and culture during Hu's visit, according to Vice-Foreign Minister Fu Ying. 

Austria has advanced technology in environmental protection, new energies and materials, which are high on China's development agenda. 

"So the two countries share many possibilities to cooperate, and can achieve win-win results," Shi said. 

China "hopes that the green economy will become a new growth point", Fu said, adding that China is also interested in green transport, eco-agriculture and life sciences. 

China is Austria's largest trading partner outside the EU, with trade worth $6.1 billion last year, a 26-percent increase from 2009. 

Trade in the first eight months of this year reached $4.6 billion, up 18.4 percent year-on-year. During the past three years, bilateral trade has been growing by an average of 30 percent each year. 

Thanks to its robust manufacturing sectors and flourishing small- and medium-sized enterprises, Austria is relatively unscathed in the EU debt crisis. 

Austria plays an important role in boosting other European economies, said Lu Yonghua, who served as ambassador to Austria from 2000 to 2007. 

Among the deals to be signed will be one between an Austrian art company and the China Arts and Entertainment Group to boost Chinese arts in Austria and other parts of Europe. 

It will be signed against the backdrop of the Chinese leadership recently deciding to boost its cultural sector in line with the country's standing as the world's second-largest economy. 

Lu said Hu's schedule reflects the spirit of the recent high-profile Party meeting that emphasized the rising significance of culture in boosting soft power. 

China and Austria have maintained close cultural exchanges. More than 200 cultural events have been organized in Austria and China this year as Austria hosts the "Year of China". 

Austria, seen as a haven of art and music, has been a key attraction for Chinese tourists, with 23,000 visiting the country last year. 

After Austria, Hu will fly to Cannes, France, to attend the G20 summit. 

Eurozone leaders reached a deal to tackle their crisis on Wednesday but finding sufficient funding to recapitalize debt-ridden European banks remains a headache. 

Some European leaders have been looking for China to help bail out the EU, according to media reports. 

China has ruled out any specific buying plan for the EU financial stability fund. 

Some analyst have warned that it is not reasonable to rely on emerging economies to solve Europe's difficulties. 

Neither is it realistic for Europe to pin too much hopes on China since the debt problem will only be solved by European countries themselves, said Qu Xing, president of the China Institute of International Studies.

"China attaches great importance to its relations with Austria," he said, adding that China is ready to work with Austria to create an even better future of the bilateral ties.

"I'm looking forward to having in-depth exchange of views with Austrian leaders on strengthening all-round cooperation between China and Austria and other issues of common concern," President Hu said.

The Chinese leader said he will also have extensive contacts with people from various walks of life in Austria so as to uplift the China-Austria friendly and cooperative relations to a new stage.

During President Hu's visit to Austria, the two sides will sign seven intergovernmental framework agreements, covering economy and trade, environmental protection, water conservancy, education and culture, according to Chinese diplomats.

China is currently Austria's largest trade partner outside the European Union with two-way trade topping 6 billion U.S. dollars in 2010 and securing a rise of 18.4 percent year-on-year in the first eight months of 2011.

To mark the 40th anniversary of the establishment of bilateral diplomatic relations, the two side are jointly rolling out more than 200 cultural and art events in both countries this year.

President Hu's visit is the first made by a Chinese head of state to Austria over the past 12 years. During his stay, Hu is expected to meet with his Austrian counterpart Heinz Fischer, Chancellor Werner Faymann and other Austrian leaders on ways to strengthen bilateral ties..

The Chinese president will also visit a number of cultural and historical sites during his two-leg trip in Austria, which will also bring him to Salzburg.

Following his Austria trip, Hu will travel to France to attend the summit of the Group of Twenty (G20), slated for Nov. 3-4 in Cannes.

On October 31, 2011, Chinese President Hu Jintao held talks with Austrian President Heinz Fischer in Vienna. The two heads of state exchanged in-depth views and reached important consensus on the bilateral relations and issues of common interest.

Hu pointed out that China-Austria relations enjoy a sound momentum of development. Leaders of both countries have frequent contacts and the bilateral exchanges and cooperation on trade, investment, science and technology, culture and education grow fruitfully. China has become Austria's largest trade partner outside Europe. The two sides maintain sound communications and coordination in the UN and other international organizations and on global issues. The history of 40-year diplomatic relations between China and Austria shows that bilateral relations can grow healthily and stably so long as countries respect and treat each other equally, understand and support each other, take care of each other's core interest and major concerns and respect each other's choice of social system and development road.

Fischer said that President Hu's state visit to Austria on the 40th anniversary of the bilateral diplomatic ties is a significant event and marks the climax of the 40th anniversary celebrations. Over the past 40 years, the bilateral relations developed very well and exchanges and cooperation moved forward steadily. Austria is satisfied with the progress of bilateral relations.

Hu stressed that China is committed to developing relations with Austria and expects to work with Austria to raise the bilateral friendly cooperative relations to a higher level. He raised four proposals to that end. First, strengthen the political relations featured by equality and mutual trust. China and Austria should keep frequent high-level contacts, push forward bilateral relations from a strategic height and long-term perspective, step up cooperation between the legislatures, government agencies and political parties of both sides and use the existing bilateral exchanges and cooperation mechanisms to guide and coordinate the bilateral relations. Second, expand mutually beneficial economic and trade relations. The two countries should complement each other with advantages, reinforce policy guidance, improve market environment, tap cooperation potential, well implement the China-Austria technology park project, promote the development of China-Austria ecological park, build the platform for cooperation and technology transfer of small and medium-sized enterprises and continue to broaden economic and trade cooperation. He hopes the two sides make joint efforts to oppose trade protectionism with tangible actions, continue to stimulate and protect mutual investment and achieve balanced, diversified and sustainable development of bilateral trade. China will import more marketable goods from Austria and explore with Austria trilateral cooperation in Central and Eastern Europe. China also hopes Austria provides facilitation for Chinese enterprises making investment in Austria and plays a more active role of pushing the EU to recognize its full market economy status and relax restrictions on high-tech export to China. Third, China and Austria should enhance cultural exchanges. Efforts should be made to create new platforms and brands of bilateral cultural exchanges, expand friendly cooperation between the cultural and educational communities, think-tanks and media and promote the exchanges between Chinese and European civilizations. Local and non-governmental exchanges should be boosted and expanded. Fourth, deepen multilateral cooperation for peaceful development. China values the unique and positive role of Austria in international affairs and expects to strengthen coordination and cooperation with Austria on global economic governance, climate change, energy and resources security and peaceful solution of international disputes, step up communications in the UN, China-Europe and Asia-Europe cooperation framework and jointly push forward the international political and economic order in a more fair and reasonable direction.

Fully agreeing upon Hu's important proposals, Fischer said that Austria will maintain frequent and close contacts and exchanges with China, expand the bilateral economic and trade cooperation, especially mutual investment, make use of the geological advantages and jointly develop the Central and Eastern European and Asian markets. Austria actively supports the EU to recognize China's full market economy status and hopes enhance the bilateral cultural, technological and tourism cooperation and maintain and broaden the bilateral cooperation in the UN and multilateral fields.
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Prior to the talks, Hu attended the welcome ceremony held by Fischer. BEIJING - The mission to export Chinese culture throughout Europe has received a major boost thanks to a deal struck with an Austrian art enterprise. 

China Arts and Entertainment Group will sign a memorandum agreement with a Vienna-based performance company during President Hu Jintao's four-day visit to the country, which started on Sunday. 

The move is aimed at setting up a new cooperative model to introduce Chinese culture to more Europeans, Xinhua News Agency reported. 

"It's the first tie-up between Chinese and European entertainment enterprises," said Shi Mingde, Chinese ambassador to Austria. 

The Chinese and Austrian companies will each hold a 50-percent stake in the venture and will look to introduce their entertainment products to Asian and European markets. 

Culture is an important area of cooperation for China and Austria. To celebrate the 40th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic ties, Austria has launched a series of activities this year under the title Year of China. 

One of the first events was the Chinese New Year Concert on Jan 25 in Vienna's Golden Hall of Musikverein, the traditional venue for the annual New Year Concert, which was organized by the Austrian-Chinese Cultural Exchange Association. 

President Hu earlier said the Year of China activities will serve as a platform to deepen exchanges between the people of both countries. 

"I believe (the) activities will further enhance mutual understanding and friendship, promote bilateral exchanges and cooperation, and contribute to the diversity of culture and growth model around the world," he said. 

The Golden Hall, founded in 1870, is considered to be one of the top three concert halls in the world. It is a beautifully ornate auditorium. Holding concerts at the venue is regarded as a great honor for artists. 

In 2003, Song Zuying, one of China's most famous sopranos, became the first soprano in a traditional Chinese vocal style to give a recital there, performing signature songs such as Beautiful Life and Spice Sister, as well as Jasmine, one of the most famous Chinese folk songs. 

Conducted by Li Xincao of the China National Symphony Orchestra, the concert also featured erhu artist Song Fei and bamboo flutist Zhang Weiliang. 

"The Austrian audience impressed me greatly as I had not expected foreigners to love Chinese traditional songs so much. They called me 'Chinese Jasmine'," Song said in an interview. 

Since then, a range of famous Chinese artists have performed at the venue, including sopranos Tan Jing and Lei Jia, tenor Wang Hongwei, pop singer Li Yugang, pianist Lang Lang and the Oriental Jasmine Girls Band. 

Yet, it is not just the Golden Hall. In recent years, Chinese artists have performed all over Austria to showcase traditional and modern culture. 

This year, contestants from the popular TV show China's Got Talent, including past winner Liu Wei, an armless pianist, visited Austria as part of a world tour. 

The Chinese Calligraphy Concert in June also took Viennese audiences on a magical journey at Hofburg Palace, featuring a live calligraphy display by master Li Binquan. 

In August, the Central Chinese Orchestra also became the first traditional Chinese music group to be invited to play at the 91st Salzburg Music Festival. 

Following these landmarks, Chinese performance companies have turned their attention to Austria. 

One of them is Heaven Creation International, which has just started the first Sino-Austrian cultural joint venture with Vienna City Hall. The project is focused on the planning and implementation of cultural activities, including drama, music, acrobatics and stage performances. 

Cao Xiaoning, the company's chief executive, said he hopes to promote communications in culture, artistic creation and performances through new platforms. 

As well as performances, other cultural events have also been held to enhance cultural exchanges between the two countries. 

In 2006, Chinese filmmakers visited Vienna to attend China Movie Week. Also, this month, China's world-famous Shaolin Temple opened the Shaolin Cultural Center of Austria to help Westerners learn more about Shaolin and Chinese Buddhist culture. 

From Jan 1 to Feb 5 next year, Meet in Vienna Austria-China Art Festival will be held in Vienna and other places around Austria.

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BEIJING - Shao Yu became fascinated by Austria when she was a little girl after hearing melodies echo in the Musikverein Golden Hall during a television broadcast of Vienna's New Year Concert. 

As a student of the piano and a symphony orchestra fan, the 23-year-old made a journey to Vienna, the European capital of classical music, five years ago. 

"The garden of Schonbrunn Palace is as beautiful as a painting," she recalled. "I was also thrilled to see swans on the Danube, which I remember seeing on TV." 

Impressed by the tranquility and neatness of Austria, Shao, who grew up in Beijing, said she cannot wait to visit the country again. 

She is among the many tourists planning a trip to Austria, a nation that this year celebrates four decades of diplomatic ties with China. 

In 2004, China granted Austria approved destination status, which allowed Chinese nationals to travel to the country in tour groups. 

According to figures from the Austrian National Statistical Office, the number of tourists who had arrived from China reached about 175,000 by the end of August this year, up 49.5 percent compared with the same period last year. 

"Chinese tourists usually travel to Austria and neighboring countries such as Germany and Italy in tour groups," said Bai Jiang, manager of European tourism for China Travel Service in Beijing. "The country is attractive to Chinese visitors for its splendid cultural heritage in classic music and the picturesque natural sceneries." 

Kot Cheung, CEO and managing director of Vienna-based Birke Travel, said the agency has handled a record number of tourists from the Chinese mainland since June. The weakened euro has made trips to Austria cheaper than before, he added. 

Josef Stockinger at the Austrian National Tourist Office said the rise in Chinese tourists, especially since 2010, has benefit the Austrian economy. 

"Chinese tourists tend to buy souvenirs, jewelry, watches and other luxury products. Swarovski crystals are one of their favorites," he said. 

Chinese tourists are ranked the second biggest spenders in Austria, behind only Russian visitors, Stockinger said, citing statistics from tax refund authorities. 

Jiang Yiyi, director of China Tourism Academy's International Tourism Development Institute, said Austria is one of the top five popular destinations in Europe for Chinese due to its various resources. 

"Besides traditional tours to experience classic music and ancient castles, more Chinese are buying shopping and self-drive tours," Jiang said. 

Given that the number of Chinese tourists has seen an increase, travel agencies are calling for a more liberal visa policy for visitors. 

"Obtaining an entry permit is still a complicated procedure, especially for those who want to travel on an individual basis," Bai said. "We hope the policy can be more favorable to Chinese, as experience suggests most visitors have followed the laws of those destination countries."

BEIJING - Chinese enterprises see Austria as land of opportunity, as trade with the country is increasing at a fast clip despite the global economic slowdown. 

President Hu Jintao started a four-day visit to Austria on Sunday on his way to attend the G20 summit in Cannes, France. 

During his stay, a series of cooperative agreements will be signed between the two sides in areas such as education, environmental protection, new energy, hydropower and culture. 

One of China's largest producers of electrical motors, Wolong Electric Group, announced this week that it has invested 102 million euros ($144 million) to acquire almost 98 percent of Austrian ATB, one of the three largest electrical motor manufacturers in Europe. 

The purchase is an attempt to deepen Wolong's presence in foreign markets, making it a multinational enterprise with global competitiveness, and to accelerate the industrial upgrade of China's electrical motor industry. 

"Wolong and ATB complement each other in terms of products, technology, research and development, and marketing," said Wang Xiquan, vice-president of Wolong. 

The acquisition is the largest industrial investment by a Chinese company in Austria. 

Wolong says it plans to double sales of ATB in the next five years and double the profits before tax over the next three years. 

Taking a 70-percent share of the electrical motor market in Europe, ATB has made 314 million euros in sales revenue so far this year, with an estimated volume of about 400 million euros for the whole year. 

China became Austria's largest foreign trading partner outside of Europe last year. Total trade volume reached $6.09 billion, an annual increase of 26 percent. 

Despite the global financial crisis, official statistics show trade has grown by about 30 percent year-on-year for the past three years. 

Meanwhile, Austria's investment in China is also growing fast. 

By the end of August this year, Austrian companies had invested in 1,008 projects in the country. China's utilization of Austrian capital reached $1.29 billion.

BEIJING - Cornelia Renz had never known anyone as chatty as she is until she met Gao Yuan. 

Renz, a postgraduate student at University of Salzburg in Austria, was paired with the Chinese exchange student two months ago in a "buddy system". They have got on famously ever since. 

"She talks as much as I do," Renz said of her new pal with a laugh. 

Both are participants of the media communication and management program jointly run by Austrian and Chinese education administrations as part of the Erasmus Project, a European Union student exchange program. 

Gao, a 22-year-old postgrad at Beijing Foreign Studies University, arrived in Salzburg, the hometown of Mozart, in September with 18 other Chinese students selected to attend the five-month, tuition-free program. 

As well as the buddy system to help newcomers settle in, group discussions and content analysis done in class enable students to have a more comprehensive view of the world. 

Renz, who majored in communication science, law and economics, said she was surprised at how open-minded the Chinese students are and how interested they are in international news. 

Gao said she has noticed many people in Salzburg and Vienna, the Austrian capital, can speak English, and on more than one occasion has been greeted in Mandarin. 

This multicultural flavor is thanks to student exchanges, tourism and trade links, experts say. 

Chen Hangzhu, an education official with the Chinese embassy in Austria, said that about 2,500 Chinese youngsters are studying in Austria, while a growing number of postgrads are pursuing master's degrees or PhDs in the country. 

"Austria enjoys a comparative advantage in attracting people from abroad to study law, and biochemical and ecological technologies," Chen said. 

Asian countries such as China, Japan and Malaysia have become popular holiday resorts for the European middle class, and the evolving trade ties between China and Austria are said to be gathering momentum. 

"A couple of my Austrian friends have direct or indirect business connections with China, and some of their relatives have been to Beijing on business trips," said Gao. 

A recent survey of 3,000 urban residents in six Chinese cities showed people think much more favorably about EU countries than the United States or Japan. About 80 percent admired Europe for its technological and scientific advances, although only 47 percent said they liked European ways of doing business, according to the study conducted by scholars at the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, Renmin University of China and their partners in Britain, Germany and the Netherlands. 

As for the different views between Chinese and Austrian youths toward career paths, Gao said Chinese students generally care more about their goals before graduation. 

Self-fulfillment is more important for Austrian students, said Renz, adding that many try different things, such as internships and combining diverse studies, to find their ideal profession. 

As part of the Erasmus media program, Austrian students, including Renz, will visit China between February and July next year, first traveling to Shanghai and then Beijing. 

"We will be their buddies then and will be showing them around," Gao added.

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43. “Europe can fix debt woes, Hu says before G20 meet”

CHINA believes Europe can overcome its economic problems, President Hu Jintao said yesterday, without mentioning whether the nation will play a major role in helping to solve the eurozone's debt crisis.

Cash-rich China has already expressed confidence that Europe can survive its debt crisis, but has made no public offer to buy more European government debt while it awaits details on investment options for the eurozone's EFSF rescue fund.

"We are following the economic development under the current difficulties with attention," Hu told reporters after meeting Austrian President Heinz Fischer on a state visit.

"We are convinced that Europe has the wisdom and has the competence to overcome the current difficulties," added Hu, who will attend a summit of the Group of 20 leading economies in France later this week.

Klaus Regling, head of the European Financial Stability Facility, tried over the weekend to entice China into investing in the bailout fund by saying investors may be protected against initial losses and that bonds could eventually be sold in yuan if China desires.

Hu said economic uncertainties were of importance to the international community, especially big economies, and that it was vital to foster growth, stability and greater cooperation.

China's Xinhua news agency said in a commentary on Sunday that Europe should not expect China to ride to the rescue as its "savior" from the debt crisis, although China would do what it can to help a friend in need.

Regling declined to comment on his meetings in Beijing but said he expected to submit a proposal on how to scale up the 440-billion-euro (US$623.7 billion) EFSF fund by late November.

Expanding the EFSF to 1 trillion euros is central to the eurozone's latest anti-crisis plan, assembled at a summit last week. Details have yet to emerge and European leaders are under pressure to show the plan can work.

In recent years, such exchanges have become all the more frequent, which is helpful for deepening the mutual understanding and friendship between Chinese and Austrian peoples and plays an important role in cementing the public opinion basis of the ties and pushing forward the comprehensive development of relations between the two nations, Hu added. The Chinese president called for more communication at various levels and through different forms as well as exchanges on state governance, legislation and supervision between the two legislatures, so as to contribute more to the bilateral relations at large.

Prammer, on behalf of the Austrian National Council, extended warm welcome to the Chinese president for his visit. Prammer said that this year marks the 40th anniversary of the establishment of the diplomatic relations between the two countries, noting that a series of relevant cultural events have deepened the friendship between the two peoples. She also said the Austrian National Council and China's National People's Congress have maintained a good relationship with frequent high-level visits between the two sides. She expressed the hope that the two legislatures will promote mutual exchanges and multilateral cooperation so as to contribute more to the deepening of the Sino-Austrian friendship.

Wang Qishan, Ling Jihua, Wang Huning and Dai Bingguo attended the meeting. 

Later in the evening, President Hu left Vienna by special plane for Salzburg to continue his state visit to Austria.

Continent has ability to overcome present difficulties, president says 
VIENNA / BEIJING - China has confidence in Europe overcoming its present difficulties, President Hu Jintao said on Monday ahead of a key global summit which will focus on the eurozone debt crisis. 

"China looks positively at EU development and is following the economic development under the current difficulties with attention," Hu told reporters after meeting his Austrian counterpart Heinz Fischer in Vienna. 

"We are convinced that Europe has the wisdom and the competence to overcome the current difficulties," Hu, who will attend a G20 summit in France later this week, said. 

Hu stressed that fostering growth, stability and greater cooperation are the keys of success for major economies during these turbulent economic times. 

China has frequently expressed confidence that Europe can survive its debt crisis but Hu's current European tour has placed the spotlight firmly on whether China will buy more European government debt. 

Zhang Jianxiong, a researcher on European studies with the Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, said Hu's remarks on the European debt crisis were a positive sign. 

"President Hu said we are following Europe's economic development with attention. That's a positive signal before the G20 summit in Cannes," Zhang said. 

"Of course China expects that the European economy will recover as soon as possible or our exports will suffer." 

China's economic growth in the third quarter has already slowed, with declining exports to Europe cited as a major reason by business officials. 

Yet analysts warned it does not necessarily mean China will agree to buy more European debt. 

China has said earlier that it awaits details on investment options for the European Financial Stability Facility eurozone rescue fund. 

The academy's Zhang said Beijing cannot easily promise financial aid to Europe as "the risks are too high". 

"I think the Chinese government will prefer a safer way if it decides to lend a helping hand, for example to lend the money to the International Money Fund." 

But there has been no indication from Beijing that this is likely, he said. 

Ding Chun, director at the Europe Research Center at Fudan University, said Europe hasn't offered a feasible and convincing rescue plan. 

"China, itself a developing country, cannot solve the debt crisis of developed European countries," he said, adding that the fundamental solution for the European economy should be a strong growth strategy instead of the current austerity policies. 

Overseas observers have noticed that China still has its own problems to overcome despite rapid economic growth. 

David Marsh is co-chairman of the Official Monetary and Financial Institutions Forum. In his column, at marketwatch.com, he said that Beijing is under more pressure than ever from an alert Internet-savvy public to resist cash appeals from errant European governments when millions of ordinary Chinese people are struggling with social, economic and environmental problems and even abject poverty. 

Hu's visit to Austria, from Oct 30 to Nov 1, is the first by a Chinese president to the central European country for 12 years. This year marks the 40th anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic ties. 

Austrian President Heinz Fischer welcomed Hu on Monday morning with military honors and a lavish ceremony. 

Hu comes at a time "which is important not only for both China and Austria, but also for the European Union", Fischer said. 

Hu, in talks with Fischer, said that China will import more from Austria and he urged Austria to make it easier for Chinese firms investing there. 

China also urged Austria to play a positive role in pushing for the EU to recognize China's market economy status and increase the export of high-tech commodities to China. 

China has overtaken the US in recent years to be Austria's largest trading partner outside the EU, with trade worth $6.1 billion last year, a 26-percent increase from 2009. 

Trade in the first eight months of this year reached $4.6 billion, up 18.4 percent year-on-year. During the past three years, bilateral trade has been growing by an average of 30 percent each year. 

The two countries on Monday also signed a series of agreements on energy conservation, environment protection and cultural exchanges. 

The University of Vienna will continue its cooperation with related Chinese institutions in developing the Confucius Institute. 

More Austrian diplomats to be stationed in China in the future will learn Chinese culture and language there, said Richard Trappl, head of the Confucius Institute under the University of Vienna. 

Also, the China Arts and Entertainment Group set up a joint venture with the Austrian art dealer Wiener Stadthalle. 

Zhang Yu, board chairman and president of China Arts and Entertainment Group, said the agreement will lead to performances in both countries. 

There are also plans for joint performances in other countries, Zhang told China Daily at the signing ceremony on Monday. 

Gerhard Feltl, president of Wiener Stadthalle, said it is a "groundbreaking" agreement. 

"There are a lot of possibilities that could give added value to Chinese production, with regard to European acceptance and approachability, and vice versa," said Feltl. 

"It is significant to enhance the mutual understanding of people from two different cultures." 

President Hu also met Austrian Chancellor Werner Faymann on Monday and National Council President Barbara Prammer before traveling to Salzburg on Monday evening. 

Austria, seen as a haven of art and music, has been a key attraction for Chinese tourists, with 23,000 visiting the country last year.

First batch of Chinese tutors rolls out of university 

VIENNA - Austrian universities have begun a training program for students who will become teachers of Chinese in high schools where the language is an optional course.

This comes in the wake of China studies attracting growing attention in Austrian universities, and increased academic exchanges between the two countries.

"The demand is growing very fast in Austria to train teachers who can teach Chinese in high schools," Professor Heinz Engl, rector of University of Vienna, told China Daily on Monday.

Engl signed an agreement with the Chinese Ambassador to Austria, Shi Mingde, on the extension of the Confucian Institute in his university on Monday.

"I think education has played a unique role to boost bilateral relations," said Engl, who added that President Hu Jintao's visit to Austria would have a big impact on Sino-Austrian and Sino-EU relations, especially as the European Union is going through a difficult time.

Ten years ago, there were only about five or 10 students learning China studies at University of Vienna. Now there are at least 200 students learning Chinese language, politics, economics and law.

He said people-to-people exchanges and youth education are going to be useful tools to achieve mutual understanding.

"It is unbelievable that Chinese has become an optional course in high schools in Austria, while about 25 years ago the contact was nearly nothing," said Engl, whose daughter has just finished half a year of language studies in China.

He said his university became the first in Austria this semester to produce teachers who can teach Chinese in high schools after four years of training.

In Austria, every student in high school learns English, while Spanish, French and Chinese are optional courses.

Engl on Monday also suggested strengthening high-tech research between China and Austria.

"I think molecular biology should be a priority between us and we can build a joint laboratory," said Engl, adding that Vienna is a European center for this research with the Austrian Academy of Sciences and his university playing pioneering roles.

He said the institutes are seeking to cooperate with Fudan University in Shanghai or Peking University in Beijing on molecular biology.

Building trust
Regarding Hu's visit to Austria, Member of the European Parliament Eva Lichtenberger said the dialogue can help further build trust and confidence toward relations now and in the future.

"The current high-level dialogue is very important and interesting because we can easily misunderstand each other amid different cultural backgrounds and so these consistent dialogues can help remove barriers to understanding and bring more cooperation," said Lichtenberger.

"Meanwhile, it is easier for us to achieve such mutual understanding because Austria is one of the few European powers without a colonial history, it has not left an unhappy memory for people in Asia, Latin America and Africa," she said.

She is proud that Austria's exports to China have increased rapidly recently because of her country's strong position in high-tech and green technologies for energy saving, and climate-friendly solutions.

"As China is undergoing a rapid urbanization process, I think sustainable housing, public transportation and tourism are potential areas for us to cooperate," said Lichtenberger.

"If the cooperation continues, China can avoid some mistakes Europe has experienced."

She also said the triangular relations between China, the United States and Europe are very important and complicated, and they need to set up some common standards such as how to peacefully live together and improve the situation of people now living in the lower stratum of the society.

As for China's complaint that the EU often follows the US in taking some major decisions such as not granting China market economy status and not lifting its arms embargo, she said: "This is not always the case that we follow in the steps of the US we also have conflicts."

"China is ready to import more commodities from Austria," Hu said, voicing the hope that the Austrian side will increase hi-tech exports to China and create favorable conditions for Chinese businesses to invest in Austria.

Secondly, the two sides need to exploit their respective advantages to expand "green cooperation," he said.

The Chinese president hoped that the two sides will take concrete steps to carry out the China-Austria Technology Park project, accelerate the construction of the China-Austria ecological park and strengthen mutually beneficial cooperation in such areas as intelligent transport, green public transport, ecological agriculture and life science, so as to elevate their cooperation on green technology to a higher level.

Thirdly, China and Austria should further tap their cooperative potential for future growth, Hu said.

China encourages enterprises of both countries to expand their investments in the other's country, jointly develop new products and participate in Central and Eastern Europe's drive for economic development, he said, adding that both countries need to boost cooperation in service and financial industries.

Faymann, for his part, said that Austria stands ready to work with China to enhance practical cooperation in various areas such as politics, economy, trade and culture.

The Austrian side strives to improve energy efficiency and environmental protection and directs its efforts to research on solar and wind energy, he said, adding that his country is willing to discuss with the Chinese side on the creation of the ecological park, he added.

The two sides exchanged views on the current economic and financial situation in Europe and the upcoming summit of the Group of Twenty (G20).

Earlier in the day, President Hu met his Austrian counterpart Heinz Fischer and laid out a multi-point proposal on further strengthening bilateral cooperation.

VISIT TO NATIONAL LIBRARY

"This is the biggest library in Austria and one of the most valuable libraries in the world. The hall on the second floor is one of the most beautiful baroque halls in the world," Fischer said proudly.

Several pieces from the precious collections were displayed on a long table in the hall. Two manuscripts written by Haydn and Beethoven showed the unique charm of Austria as a nation of music, and several maps of China painted in the 17th and 18th centuries revealed Austrians' understanding of China back then.

When Hu expressed interest in a delicate Chinese book on Taoism and Buddhism, a staff member opened the book for him and told him more about it.

In response to Hu's enquiry about the library's exchange with China, the curator, Dr. Johanna Rachinger, said it enjoys close cooperation with the National Library of China, especially on digital management and information sharing.

At the end of his visit, Hu said the library is a witness to the friendship between the Chinese and the Austrian people.

"President Fischer and I talked about the necessity to strengthen friendship between the two peoples during our talks," Hu said.

VISIT TO A FAMILY FARM
On Tuesday Hu toured a family farm in St. Gilgen, a city about 28 km from Salzburg. The Urbanhof farm, with a history of more than 500 years, is run by Joseph Haas's family.

To welcome the Chinese president, the family hung a Chinese national flag in front of their house, and hostesses prepared refreshments.

Hu and his wife, Liu Yongqing, were warmly greeted by Haas's family members when they arrived.

Hu visited the farm and was informed of its operations. The farm, run by 88-year-old Joseph, his son and daughter-in-law, produces 610 tons of milk annually.

Hu was surprised that only three persons were in charge of feeding the cows and poultry on the grassland in summer. "No problem," Joseph said.

The family presented Hu with home-made dairy products and other refreshments. Hu expressed his best wishes for their business and family life.

"It's a highly automatized family farm with only three people in charge of operation ... the fodder is self-supplied. This operation and management format deserve to be emulated," Hu told Chinese reporters at the end of the visit.

VISIT TO MOZART'S BIRTHPLACE
Hu visited the residence of 18th-century composer Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart in Salzburg Tuesday evening.

Mozart, known for his gift for music, produced more than 600 works, including symphonies, operas, concertos and quartets. His music is heard around the world today.

The hall on the second floor used to witness Mozart's spirit and wisdom. To receive their distinguished Chinese guests, the president of the Mozart Foundation played on a piano which had been used by Mozart himself, and an 8-year-old girl played a violin which had also been used by the musical genius.

In the exhibition hall, Hu listened to an introduction to Mozart's career and read his precious manuscripts.

Hu was pleased about the fact that Austrian musicians took two of Mozart's violins to the Shanghai World Expo last year for performances. "You are welcome to introduce more of Mozart's works to China," Hu said.

In response to his host's appreciation of some Chinese violinists' extraordinary performances of Mozart's works, Hu said, "Art may become the bridge of communication and the envoy of friendship."

In Salzburg, a city full of the sound of Mozart's music, Hu's visit helped compose another symphony of friendship between the Chinese and Austrian peoples.

87. „Getting a chance to see the sights“

SALZBURG, Austria - As head of the world's most populous country and second-largest economy, President Hu Jintao seldom has time to indulge in sightseeing on overseas trips, seldom, at least in my experience, as a member of the official media delegation.  

But the current visit to Austria is an exception to the rule.  

Hu has visited the Austrian National Library in Vienna and a farm in Salzburg, hometown of 18th-century composer Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart.  

Hu and his wife Liu Yongqing traveled by car early on Tuesday morning through the autumn fog that shrouded the mountainous region of St. Gilgen, about 28 km from Salzburg city, to visit the Urbanhof farm, which is run by Joseph Haas and his family.  

Hu was informed of the farm's operations and how milk was taken to market.  

The farm produces 610 tons of milk annually from its herd of more than 100 cattle. The family spans the generations. The eldest is over 80, the youngest just 3.  

Yet only three members of the family work on the farm as the others have opted to make their lives in the city.  

China could learn how to manage such a large farm with so few hands, Hu said.  

Sepp Haas will eventually inherit the farm and would, one day, like to sell his products in China.  

Salzburg, Austria's fourth-largest city, is the capital of the province of the same name. Apart from its ornate buildings, it is renowned as the birthplace of the 18th-century composer, Mozart.  

Hu is set to attend a concert performed by the country's leading musicians later on Wednesday.  

Many readers may be familiar with Salzburg's scenery even though they have never been to Austria.  

Its rolling hills and mountains provided the backdrop for the Hollywood movie The Sound of Music.  

The city also played pivotal roles in the careers of 18th-century composer Johann Michael Haydn and noted turn of the century writer Stefan Zweig. It provides a perfect example of the marriage between art and commerce.  

While paying a visit to the Austrian National Library in Vienna on Monday afternoon, one of the most beautiful in the world, Hu was introduced to some ancient Chinese books that a Western missionary brought back to Austria in the 17th century.  

Hu said those books bear testament to the links of the two cultures over centuries.  

Hu presented the library with a traditional Chinese vase, with an edelweiss, the Austrian national flower, printed on its surface.  

The promotion of cultural understanding and exchanges has been one of the priorities of Hu's visit to Austria.  

The president's trip, the first by a Chinese president in 12 years, conveys the message of cultural exchange.  

A number of agreements have been signed on the trip, covering green technology, the economy and cultural exchanges.  

Among those agreements, the University of Vienna is to continue its cooperation with related Chinese institutions in further developing the Confucius Institute which teaches Chinese culture and languages.  

It is a platform for cultural exchanges, said Richard Trappl, chairman of the Confucius Institute under the University of Vienna.  

Also, the China Arts and Entertainment Group set up a joint venture of cooperation with the Austrian art dealer Wiener Stadthalle. This will allow the best art products from both countries to be viewed by more people.  

The days of sightseeing are drawing to an end. The president is set to travel to the French resort of Cannes to attend the G20 summit, which kicks off on Thursday.  

He is expected to hold talks with IMF chief Christine Lagarde and other leaders of the G20.
